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Abstract
In an international system of capitalist great power rivalry, October Revolution of 1917 provided the first step towards building a socialist revolutionary government under the doctrines of both Marx and Lenin and motivated the Russian Bolsheviks to seek the later phase of agitating the revolution within the industrial states through encouraging internal revolt of proletariat and foreign protection of Comintern, all of which was to make the ground for the world revolution of the proletariat. However, due to the severe resistance of the Western allied bloc to such a world revolution, the Russian Bolsheviks under Lenin had no way but to come along with the industrial states despite the opposition of the proponents of the World revolution. By negotiating and signing peace agreements with these states in 1920-21, they tried an alternative way and sought the socialist development of the world indirectly through the idea of the East revolution.
Iran that had already a high historical importance now reached to the peak of its geo-strategic place in Lenin’s East revolution. Hereafter Iran was considered as a corridor and a gate for the East revolution in Lenin’s writings and in other Bolshevik leaders’. This view and perception of the role of Iran had always been determinant to the various levels and fields of the bilateral relations between the two countries during the period of Socialist rule over Russia. The importance of such a perception caused Russia to infiltrate its troops into Iran after the maintaining its full control all over Russia and its border security. Furthermore by occupying the Caspian port of Anzali and arousing the Iranian communists to build the Soviet Republic of Gilan, the Russians asked for the quick reestablishment of the bilateral relations, conclusion of the Treaty of Friendship of 1921 with the central government of Iran and consolidation of an independent, unified and national authority in Iran.
